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On the night of his reelection on November 8, 1864, President Abraham Lincoln called on the nation to “re-
unite in acommon effort, to save our common country.” By April 9 of the following year, the Union had
achieved this goal with the surrender of the Army of Northern Virginiato General Ulysses S. Grant at
Appomattox Court House. In this lively volume, John C. Waugh chroniclesin detail Lincoln’srolein the
fina five months of the war, revealing how Lincoln and Grant worked together to bring the war to an end.

Throughout, Waugh enlivens his narrative with illuminating
guotes from awide variety of Civil War participants and personalities, including New Y orker George
Templeton Strong, southerner Mary Boykin Chesnut, Lincoln’s secretary John Hay, writer Noah Brooks, and
many others.
