Instead, during four tumultuous yearsin office, Carter
endorsed many of the fiscal and economic policies later espoused by his Republican successor, Ronald
Reagan. But Carter also backed most New Deal social programs and, however reluctantly, pursued a
traditional containment foreign policy.
